Why Routines Matter: The nature and Meaning of Family Routines in the Context of
Adolescent Mental Illness

Journal of Occupational Science, 19(2), 312-325.

This qualitative descriptive study provides new understandings of family routines in
families dealing with adolescent mental illness. Seven parent and adolescent
participants recruited from a community child and adolescent mental health service
contributed data through individual, semi-structured interviews. Inductive analysis
revealed two groups of inter-related themes. The first group focused on the nature of
routines and comprised four themes, which revealed that routines function as an
indicator of well-being of the adolescent and provide stability and continuity in family
life in times of stress. The second group also encompassed four themes and explored the
meaning of routines, showing that significance is attributed to routines when they
facilitate control, protect well-being, facilitate occupational balance, and support the
expression of identity. The findings highlight the importance of supporting families and
adolescents with mental illness to recognise, adapt, and maintain routines that promote

well-being.

Intergenerational Play within Family: The Case for Occupational Consciouness
Journal of Occupational Science, 19(4), 326-340

This study of changes in children's play across three generations of one South African
family challenges assumptions about the agency adults and children hold in
orchestrating what becomes of play from one generation to the next, in the context of
mainly exogenous and rapid social change. The portrayal of adults and children as
dialectically opposed to each other in relation to play is also addressed. By tracking
children's play across time, the study examines ways in which children and adults
negotiate a shared notion of valued play. The family was approached as a case, with
data drawn from multiple sources while situating the family within its geographical,
socio-political, historical and economic contexts. An ethnographic lens was used to
explore the third generation's everyday culture, with specific attention to its play
engagements. While the findings point to both persistence and change, the critical role
of technology, particularly television, in shifting power from the family to external
forces, as the rhetoric of play becomes complex over time, is exposed. Recognition of this

shift reveals the need for increased consciousness of the things people do every day.

Meanings Created in Co-occupation: Construction of a Late-Life Couple’s Photo story

Co-occupation refers to activities that require the participation of two or more people.
While knowledge about co-occupation is expanding, few empirical studies have sought
to advance the understanding of co-occupation in late life. The current study used
interview data from one couple who participated in a longitudinal 2-year qualitative
study among community-dwelling older couples plus photographs taken of them
engaged in one of their most valued co-occupations: going for a walk together. The
couple selected photographs, discussed the meanings they attributed to them and
created a photo story. The photo selection and interview transcripts were analysed
using Interpretative Phenomenological Analysis. The findings consist of the couple’s
photo story and four themes that represent the meanings of this co-occupation: (1)
Together but also individual; (2) It has always been like that; (3) Experiencing freedom
and (4) Being eager to come across new things. The findings have implications for
understanding the concept of co-occupation by bringing the importance of personalised
meanings in co-occupation to the fore and by suggesting the importance of continuity of
meanings of co-occupation for maintaining both individual and couple identities.
Maintaining meaningful co-occupation might thereby contribute to health and

well-being in late life.

The Meaning of Social Activism to Older Adults in Ireland
Journal of Occupational Science.18(4), 358-370

There has been an upsurge of social activism amongst older adults in Ireland, which
was particularly evident during the ‘medical card’ protests in Dublin in October 2008.
This study used phenomenological interviews to explore the occupational meaning of
social activism to seven older adults in Ireland. Social activism was found to be an
occupation that firstly, is meaningful, valued and embedded in a wider pattern of leisure
and social interests; secondly, develops over a lifetime and is chosen for a multitude of
personal, social and political reasons; thirdly, is defined differently by participants, but
is unanimously reported to be a vital component of how one sees oneself in the world
and finally; is a complex occupation that has many benefits including improved
well-being, a more powerful and respected status in society, fulfilment of spiritual goals,
development of skills and providing a life of busyness and purpose in retirement. The
study contributes to the understanding of the occupational participation of older adults
and expands the study of occupation by exploring the meanings, benefits and challenges

of social activism for these participants.
